Minutes 
 May 6, 2010 Meeting – Motion by Greg McGivern and second by Tom 
Ulrich to accept the minutes from the May 6, 2010 LEPC meeting.  Motion carried. 

Committee Reports 
 Compliance- 
  Tier II Submissions -- Don Vincent stated Greg Smith was not able 
to be here today and noted a couple of Tier II Reports are not in, yet.  Greg is 
working with the DNR to find out why they haven’t received them. 
  ESF 10 Status -- Don Vincent reported the ESF 10 is done and on 
the agenda for approval. 
 



 
 
 
 

 Training – Tom Ulrich reported there is railcar training in Pueblo, Colorado 
and this is free now.  Brad Ransford has the website if anyone is interested.  Don 
Vincent is posting more training information on the EMA website.  Francisco 
Molina noted the partnering with EMA on CERT training and Mike Whitson said 
AEGON is looking at dates in September and October for this.  Mike Whitson then 
gave an overview of CERT.  Mike Goldberg added that three EMA staff were 
recently sent to CERT training.  This is a nationally recognized program and is a 
federal program.  EMA staff are facilitators of the training.  Francisco noted 
AEGON is starting with a pilot of 20.  Tom Ulrich added that CERT training would 
be a component for MRC (Medical Reserve Corps).  Mike Goldberg also 
discussed COAD (Community Organizations Active in Disasters) and VOAD 
(Volunteer Organizations Active in Disasters).  Julie Stephens noted there will be 
an ICS 300 Class and the tentative dates are September 21st and September 
22nd, 2010.  Tom Ulrich reported the Linn County HazMat Team is sending three 
people to training in Pueblo, CO and they have also received applications for 
three new people to join the team. 

Communications 
 Linn County LEPC Release Notifications – Don Vincent reported he has 
received six notifications since the last meeting.  They were from Alliant (x2), 
Heinz, Quaker (x2) and Penford. 
 Cedar Rapids HazMat Response – Brad Ransford reported CR had normal 
gas spills and leaks and a truck roll over yesterday. 
 Linn County HazMat Response – Tom Ulrich reported no responses.

New Business 
 Vote on adoption of ESF 10 Hazardous Materials Emergency Response 
Plan – Don Vincent passed out copies of the ESF 10 Plan for review.  Mike 
Goldberg said the approval process for this is being reviewed.  We are looking at 
passing the information out ahead of time or teleconferencing as options.  This 
was not placed on the website and is too large to e-mail out to everyone.  Don 
said he could burn copies for everyone and we can teleconference in a week, as 
an option this time.  The LEPC is to approve the ESF 10 and then the Linn County 
Emergency Management Commission approves it.  It is due to the State by 
August 1st so the Commission approved it at their last meeting, upon LEPC 
approval.  We are looking to change the approval process for next year.  Voting is 
tabled today and everyone can take a CD with them to review the ESF 10.  This 
was previously the Annex P, and it is updated annually and it has to be approved 
in a public meeting.  Don Vincent has a summary of the changes and he will 
include that on the CD.

Presentations 
Findings from Safeguard Iowa’s survey of commonly used resources 
needed during a disaster -- Francisco Molina and Ann Strellner talked 
about the Safeguard Iowa Partnership and a Business Resource survey 
(see attached spreadsheet).  It was noted there was a Bomb Incident 
training hosted at EMA, recently, in partnership with SIP. 
Update on upcoming exercise involving AEGON, EMA, and Safeguard 
Iowa -- Francisco Molina and Mike Whitson talked about an upcoming 
exercise at AEGON that has been planned with Rebecca Palmer’s help.  
Plans for business and evacuations were discussed.  September 24th 
through September 26th are the exercise dates at AEGON.  Mobile office 
units are being brought in by a vendor, for this. 

Public Comments 

Greg McGivern noted a meeting with TSA, yesterday, and talked about the 
VIPER.  Mike Goldberg referenced the LEPC By-Laws and said they state “no 
more than one voting member per organization.”  Mike requested the minutes 
reflect the main and alternate persons from all agencies and organizations, for 
voting purposes.  Mike Goldberg requested that Siren Activation be placed on the 
agenda for the next meeting.  Rebecca Palmer spoke to address the recent siren 
alert.
